Boundary Study:
· Committee is a group of volunteers who don’t have decision making capabilities
· 4 options – some options may change based on feedback. There will be additional options shared on 4/25
· Option 1 – in all options, we don’t get to utilization targets because new school won’t have shell built out
· 1-2 schools still operating over 100% when new school was planned. 740 students now projection is 602 students
· We need to advocate
· We made headway with MCPS to realize numbers don’t get us to goal
· State won’t provide funding where schools are under a threshhold
· A lot of variables and strong possibility that County Council will have agreement with 5 BOE members to have a supplemental budget to open school with 740 students
· A lot of PTA’s don’t have to endorse options
· Make sure our voices are heard!
· To find common ground, everyone is invited to boundary study meeting
· Parent reps have been receiving hundreds of emails this week. Being shared with boundary leaders
· Online Google Form where you can provide feedback on each option
· Will most likely get new options 4/25
· We’ve heard from 2 different communities: CG2 & 3
· Neither wants to leave – what happens if neither leave? 60 program seats over capacity
· Advocate for Head Start to move to #5? Possible if we tolerate tighter numbers of class size, neither community would move
· Rising 5th graders stay at school
· This summer, superintendent’s numbers come out. November – supplemental budget comes out
· Timeline for final decision – November
· IB is outside scope of study
· Parents need to say if they want CG2&3 to stay
· Prefer students departing vs. overcapacity
Math Pathways in School:
· Algebra I in 8th grade, Geometry in 9th, Algebra II in 10th, Pre-Calc and AP Courses
· Honors – normal curriculum and some enrichment. Assessment is same
· 11th – honors pre-calc
· 12th calc or AP calc (AB -Business Calc, BC – STEM calc)
· Need to take math all 4 years. Can take AP stats 4th year if you don’t want calc
· JW offers geometry class in summer between 8th and 9th
· Trig is done in pre-calc
· Pathway is sort of locked in
· If you miss compacted in 5th, you could have opportunity to do 7th algebra  IM -> new program
· Any pushback to slow down?
· They are revisiting county middle school grades on HS transcripts
· 4 year magnet – apply fall of 8th grade year. Gives geographic preference
· Every other IB school, if you are in cluster you get in automatically
· 25-30 additional kids entering cohort from JW
